PRODUCER AGREEMENT

This Agreement made and entered into this day of . 20 by and  between
Hull & Company, Inc. - . . hereinafter referred to as Hull
and e (licensed insurance agent(s) and / or broker(s))
of in the State of . hereinafter referred to as Producer.

WITNESSETH in consideration of Hull placing risks from time to time for Producer with an insurer, or insurers, and for the mutual promises
and covenants hereinafter set out, it is agreed as follows:

(1) Producer shall be liable to Hull for the full amount of premium, fees, and applicable state taxes, less commission, including additional
and/or adjustable premiums developed under audits or applicable rating plans on every insurance contract placed by Producer through Hull.

Producer shall remit the full amount of premium, fees, and applicable state taxes, less commission to Hull not later than the 15th day of the
1st succeeding month after the effective date of such contract, audit, rating plan, or other adjustment.

(2) No insurance contract may be returned to Hull by Producer for flat cancellation unless it is returned and received prior to the inception
or effective date of the contract. Earned premium shall be computed and charged on every contract cancelled after inception in accordance
with the cancellation provisions of such contract.

Any taxes applicable to any contract of insurance placed with an insurer, which are not recoverable, are fully earned from the inception
date of the insurance, and in case a portion of the premium shall be returned by reason of cancellation either on behalf of the insured or by the
insurer or by reason of reduction of premium, no amount shall be returnable in respect of such taxes until and unless such taxes have been, in
fact, recovered by Hull and the amount to be returned shall in no event exceed the amount so recovered.

(3) In consideration of commissions allowed Producer on all premiums, and additional premiums, Producer agrees to pay Hull said
commissions on all return premiums at the same rate such commissions were originally retained.

(4) Producer acknowledges it is not the agent of, and has no authority to bind Hull or any of its principals or insurer{s). Producer warrants
it is the agent of the insured and acknowledges Hull bears no agency or fiduciary responsibility to the insured.

(5) Hull will use its best efforts to give the Producer reasonable advarice notice of the expiration of all policies, but failure of Hull to provide
such notice will not render Hull liable.

(6) No Producer has any authority to assign or adjust any losses on behalf of Hull or its insurer(s). All claims are to be reported directly to
Hull for assignment and handling.

(7) The furnishing of promotional materials including, but not limited to, kits, applications, rate schedules, specimen policies, brochures,
advertising, or any other material by Hull to the Producer does not create or imply any agency relationship or binding authority between Hull
and the Producer.

(8) This agreement shall apply to current insurance contracts already placed and in force at the date hereof and all future insurance
contracts which may be placed by Hull on behalf of the Producer.

(9) This agreement may be cancelled at any time by written notice of either party to the other, but said cancellation shall not alter in any
way the continued application of this agreement to insurance contracts effective prior to the date of such cancellation.

(10) This agreement constitutes the full and complete contract between Hull and the Producer. Neither party has relied upen any oral
representation not included herein. Any amendment to this agreement shall be made only with the written consent of both parties and
attached hereon through addendum.

(11) This Agreement supersedes all previous agreements whether written or oral between Hull and the Producer.

Persconal Lines

Most producers are assigned an accounts current status, for those not assigned a down payment maybe
required and such amount is due within 5 days of binding. In both instances, the remainder is due no later than
the 15" day of the following month per Hull & Company statement.

On direct bill business, the insured must remit their payment directly to the company to maintain policies in force
at renewal date and commissions due will either be remitted in a check directly to you, the retail producer, or
Hull & Company will include the retail producer's commission on the following month statement.

Shoert term policies or any policy with a fully earned premium requires a net check prior to binding.
Commercial Lines & Marine

Most producers are assigned an accounts current status, for those not assigned a down payment may be
required and such amount is due within 5 days of binding. In both instances, the remainder is due no later than
the 15" day of the following month per Hull & Company statement.

Fully eamed premium policies require net check prior to binding. Your account executive will advise you on a
per policy basis. Fully earned premiums may include (but not necessarily be limited to) special events and short
term policies.

Certain brokerage policies may require different payment terms within a specified period outside the standard
payment terms. Your account executive will advise you on a per policy basis, the payment terms for that policy.

Cancellations

Premiums on policies nct paid according to terms are subject to cancellation.

It will be your responsihility to notify us if you have not received payment for a policy. You may fax your request
to cancel to the attention of our cancellation department.

All cancellation notices must be initiated by Hull & Company, and we will not honor a cancellation notice issued
by your office.

If we issue a cancellation notice for nonpayment, payment must be in our office prior to the cancellation date in
order for the policy to remain in force.

We may refuse to reinstate a policy.

Certain policies may be subject to a reinstatement fee.

Policies may be subject to a minimum earned premium.

Fees are fully earned.

Flat cancellations are not permitted.

Earned premium on canceled policies must be paid upon presentation of ocur Hull & Company statement.
Failure to pay these earned premiums when due may result in change of your payment status or terminaticn of
this producer relationship.

Audits

Payment of audit additional premiums will be outside the normal payment terms. Audit endorsements will be
accompanied by a request for payment by a specified date.

Failure to pay audit endorsements will result in loss of commission.

You may be required to show proof of collection efforts in order to have an audit endorsement, turned back for
direct collection, and removed from your statement. Forty-five (45) days is the usual time allowed for turning
back an audit by the retail producer from the date of mailing the audit and endorsement.

If an audit is disputed, we must be notified within 21 days of mailing you the endorsement. We will request that
you send supporting documentation in a timely manner, to rectify the disputed audit.

Miscellaneous
Dishonored checks, whether due to insufficient or uncollected funds, will be considered as reason for immediate

termination of this producer relationship.
We may change your payment terms in the event of failure to pay as specified
